Flooding – A resident occupying a cottage that had flooded internally, next to the A46 said he had been in touch with Steve Jorden, WDC and reported that the pond near his house was so clogged that water was unable to flow through it. The resident also offered his help and machinery to the Flood Warden should there be future flooding.
JH reported that Halcro would be making a thorough survey of the drainage systems in all parishes.  The information would be reported back to WDC and the appropriate action taken.

Back Lane –fly tipping is a problem.

Gorse Hill – The surfaces of the road and footway have deteriorated further and the promised repairs had not occurred although some of the areas had been marked.  JH to pursue with WCC.  JH also to pursue the promised meeting with agencies to inspect the area.
