	Matters for discussion.

Lengthsman Scheme:  In reply to a member of the public the Clerk gave a brief description of the duties of a Lengthsman.  LE reported that it would be decided by the 21 March if the scheme would continue next year.  LE also offered to supply a list of all contractors in the area that might be useful in finding a lengthsman.

Replacement bench in Cornfield Way.  Still waiting for delivery.  If not supplied by Easter Council will look at other sources.  Member of the public offered to install it.

Grass cutting.  R Keen asked if the grass verges would be reinstated to their former condition after the Safer Routes to School Scheme had been completed.  Clerk to contact Scheme contractors to emphasise the need for this especially in the light of the forthcoming Open Gardens.  RS also to make contact.  LE will also send a reminder.

Safer Routes to School Scheme.  Complaints had been received about the scale of disturbance caused during the project.  The Chairman pointed out that it started as a way to side out the footway between Cottons Lane and Gorse Hill.  LE informed the meeting that it was a Whitehall programme during the course of which schools and pupils were asked how they got to school.  Cllrs commented that the amount of disturbance was not apparent from the plans.  

Speed of traffic in the village.  It was noted that despite a request made to PC Toms, in the Annual Parish meeting2004, a speed analysis had not taken place.  Clerk to contact PC Toms and Andrew Long (Educational Speed Officer).  LE suggested that in the Council’s response in the consultation process of LPT2 2006/11 should request a 20mph speed limit by schools.

The Chairman explained to the meeting that after the May elections Ashton-under-Hill would be in the Bredon Ward and so Cllr Eyre would no longer be the County Councillor for this Parish.  The Chairman thanked Mrs Eyre for her services to the Parish during her term.
