	Matters for discussion.

Footway from Old Manor Farm and Honeysuckle Cottage was impassable at some points.  Heavy traffic diverted from the A46 had destroyed part of it completely and parts were made impassable but tree roots growing in it. This was causing children walking to school to walk in the road.  It was requested that a solution should be found as a matter of urgency. It was thought that it could be improved by the introduction of concrete curb stones.  GB re-iterated what C Cllr Hardman had said in the meeting directly prior this meeting.
It was reported that the curb was to be raised in front of John Savage’s house to prevent the garage to be flooded.

Report from PC Gary Shepheard.

GS reported that the first meeting of PACT had taken place on 18.02.09 and was attended by Roger Umpleby one of the village representatives, the other being Ted Williams who was unfortunately unable to attend.  GS hoped to circulate questionnaires with the Ashton News to get a sample of the opinions of residents about crime and disorder.  Exact crime figures for any area can be viewed on the West Mercia website under Crime Mapper. 
Three main action points arose from the meeting:

1) Speeding in villages.  Speed monitoring had shown there was not a problem but monitoring would continue, possible with an unmarked police car and the use of speed strips in black spots (e.g. The Groaten and Beckford Road) to monitor over a length of time.
2) Environment.  Poor road conditions.  Concerns about children crossing roads to get to school.
3) Parking on yellow lines.  Warning tickets had been issued to vehicles parked on yellow lines, particularly outside schools.  The accent was on education rather than enforcement.
The Dog Watch campaign (crime spotting by dog walkers) had been started and introductory packs were available.

GS said that both he and his Support Officer would be in the area on bikes more when weather permitted.
