“Do not let your hearts be troubled. Trust in God; trust also in me ........
and the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you
all things and will remind you of everything | have said to you.

Do not let your hearts be troubled and do not be afraid.” T+ -

These are familiar words of scripture for many of us: words of hope and reassurance, very
often used in funeral and memorial services. They remind us in moments of uncertainty that
we can put our trust in God, who alone can bring peace to our troubled hearts. As we look
forward to 2011, many of us do so with varying degrees of anxiety, wondering just what the
next 12 months will bring. These uncertainties seem to occur in almost every area of our
lives. As | write this at the end of December, freezing temperatures remind us that the effects
of global warming may not result in our enjoying ‘a Mediterranean climate’ as was suggested
a few years ago, because if the effects of the Gulf stream become weaker, this will lead
instead to wetter summers and harsher winters - so it will be less of the barbeques and
Beaujolais, and more of the cagoules and snow tyres. Suddenly it doesn’t sound quite so
attractive. Many of us have concerns about the financial challenges which lie ahead. Jobs,
which in the past were seen as ‘secure’, are no longer safe. However, at the same time as
facing uncertainties about income, the realities of increased expenditure are not in question.
We all face the predicted rise in VAT as from 4th January, but for those of us with children
still at school, the prospect of higher University and College fees together with the lower
prospects of young people getting jobs when the courses are complete, is a massive cause for
concern. Other people, who bought houses at the height of the property boom, are now
trapped in negative equity, unable to sell or move. As we come to the end of the first decade
of the 21st Century we are all wondering just how different our lives will be in the course of
the next ten years.

Even in the church we have to recognise that in the course of the next five to ten years things
will have to change, in ways perhaps as radical as those faced by the Church of England in the
16th Century. The Diocese of Worcester is facing a hole in its budget of some 1/4 million
pounds. Even with the selling of assets and freezing of posts, there is only a limited time that
this can continue. We wonder what lies ahead and whether we will be able to rise to this

challenge.

At times of uncertainty, | reflect on the spire of Bredon church (the only one of the churches
in my care to have one) it appears so delicate and fragile, and yet is hugely strong. It has
towered over the village for well over five hundred years: a testament to human ingenuity,
skill and resilience. It reminds us of God’s presence and his continuing faithfulness in times of
sadness as well as joy, in times of despair and times of hope. During the past
centuries it has been buffeted by the elements, shaken by the bells and
minor earthquakes, and struck by lightning. Yet it remains tall and beautiful
and resolute, as a reminder to us that we should never forget the majesty
and love of God. It is also undoubtedly true that during its centuries of
existence there will have been only a very few days when either a solitary
person or a large congregation won’t have knelt in its shadow and offered a
prayer to God.

None of us really know what lies ahead, but | am sure that in whatever we
. have to face, the God to whom the spire directs
our thoughts will not desert us, and that we
. Will be given both the strength and the
7 skills to cope with whatever challenges
face us. We need to keep praying and keep
the faith in Him on whom all our hopes
may rest.

I" 11 1 Today | visited the Alexandra Hospital in Redditch, seeing first hand
what the role of Hospital Chaplain entails. It’s a vulnerable post in these times
of cut backs and their numbers have been dropping for some time.

Hospitals of course primarily are equipped and staff trained to heal physical (and
mental) ailments. The argument against paid Hospital Chaplains, is that public money should
not pay for spiritual care, as this is a subjective area, not known for its evidence based
certainties or healing powers.

However, though not widely discussed, body, mind and spirit are actually more intertwined
than we may acknowledge. The health of each does impact on the other. Holistic healthcare

looks at the whole person.

This of course supports the case, financially, for keeping Hospital Chaplains, as those who will
focus on the spiritual wellbeing of patients, which has a positive effect on mental and
physical aspects. The difficult job for Chaplains, is showing, or proving even, that this is the
case. Quantifying to the largely secular, why they are there. For he who pays the piper, calls
the tune!

/! 1  ‘Why do you believe in God?’ | was asked by a young parishioner leaving Church. A
big question to answer in a sound bite on the hop. And yet a very good question. He was
conducting a survey for a school project, which may have encouraged me to say rather more
than he wanted to hear.

It’s the big questions we lose sight of quite often, the answers to which may hold great
interest to those on the edge of faith, thinking of dipping in a toe.

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Few people can celebrate 85 years of service in our Parish Church. The
people of Kemerton Church were able to have a party to celebrate this
almost unique achievement for Mr John Walker, who died in November.
He was an altar boy at St. Nicholas’ Church, Kemerton at the age of 10
years, later Sacristan and Senior Server. From 1967 he was Church
Warden for 29 years. One day after he retired from that office, | found myself queuing
behind him in the Post Office at Kemerton and we chatted. He told me how great it was
to go to Church without having to think about the Church Warden’s duties and to worship
God and listen to the Rev. Jean Wilbey’s sermons without being distracted by the
mundane things which needed to be done in the Church and Church yard. How easy it is to
be more concerned with the building we call the Church than the Lord and Saviour who
seeks to meet us in special ways as we go to Church.

John Walker was born in Cheltenham where his father had a butcher’s shop in the High
Street. When John was very young, his parents moved to Westmancote where they set up
their shop in a wooden building, then moved near the Railway Inn in Bredon and later to
Westmancote. The wooden hut was replaced with the present shop and Fairview, the
house where Martin and Corina now live, was built as the family home. From a young age
he was helping in the business. His father died when he was sixteen years old and John
worked with his mother to keep the business going and eventually took charge of the
whole of the work.

In 1939 John joined the Kemerton Platoon of the Home Guard, which was part of the
company which drew its men from other villages. During the war, a new family moved
from Ashford in Kent to Kemerton Court, bringing with them a lady’s maid, a certain Miss
Freda Broad. In 1944 Miss Broad became Mrs Freda Walker, who was John’s soul mate for
over fifty years, and who is remembered with great respect and affection by many
people. She will be remembered in Kemerton as the person who made nourishing soup
and took it to the sick in the village. Her death in 1999 was a matter of great sadness for
John, but he continued to help in the shop for as long as health and strength permitted.

John Walker was Chairman of the Village Hall Committee for fourteen years and he was a
founder member of the successful Bowling Club which started in Kemerton Rectory. It
grew so large that it outgrew the Rectory bowls facilities and it was split, part went to
Bredon and John Walker became the Chairman of the Overbury Bowling Club.

| am indebted to Mr Charlie Brazier, another senior figure in Kemerton Church and Village,
for enlightening me about a man whose mobile van provided a door-to-door service which
has been much appreciated by many whom | have come to know during the last seventeen
years. The village shop and the local Church still have a key role in rural life. Both have a
struggle to keep going. John Walker struggled in the strength which God supplies to keep
both the local church and the local shops going. “Well done, good and faithful servant.
Enter into the joy of your Lord”.

View From the School Bus by Megan Baynes
“Democracy is the art of thinking independently together”

As | am sure many of you will know, my Dad was elected to General Synod. Several weeks
ago we all journeyed to London to watch him, along with the rest of Synod, be
inaugurated. One of the highlights of this service was that the Queen herself would be
attending (on the basis of which my mother managed to convince my Dad that a whole
new outfit was required, because one could not be in ‘the presence’ wearing just
anything!). During the service, there was a sermon about the role of leaders in a modern
day society, and this prompted some thinking from me, as well as several arguments
between my Dad and myself.

At the moment | am studying AS Politics, and one of the topics is to look at the basis of
democracy. The very definition of “democracy” is “power that is derived directly from
the people”. By this | mean any form of government where the people elect others to
make decisions on their behalf. For the next five years, my Dad is going to be making
decisions that he believes to be in the best interests of those in his parish, and the Church
of England at large. He will represent those in his diocese and try to live up to the
standards of democracy. This is the same as Parliament: we elect an MP who we believe
will represent our interests the best. We normally consider that any country which has a
form of democracy is usually a fair and just one. However, is this an assumption that we
should always so readily make?

China is technically a democratic state. However, its interpretations of democracy have
been so twisted by the Chinese Communist Party that no one could argue that it is a fair
and just society to live in. Although elections may be held, the citizens of China have very
little choice in who they elect into power. The choice for them has already been made:
they can either vote for Candidate A from the CCP, or Candidate B, also from the CCP.
Regardless of which way they vote, it will have little impact on the end result. For those
who oppose the dictatorship of the CCP, it is not as simple as being able to put another
Candidate up for election. The Government is so strict, it merely imprisons those who it
feels are going against its wishes.

This year, the Nobel Peace Prize has been awarded to Liu Xiabo, a Chinese literary Critic
and Human Rights Activist. He is the only Chinese person to be awarded the prize whilst
residing in China; however, he was not allowed to the ceremony to receive it as he is
currently serving 11 years as a political prisoner for “inciting subversion of state power”.
In other words, he tried to go against the state so was imprisoned before he gained
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enough popularity to be able to overthrow the government. The
situation in China is rapidly growing worse, the Government
threatened to cut off trade with any country that sent a
representative to the Nobel Prize Ceremony. The Chinese
Communist Party are so afraid of losing power that they will do
whatever it takes to ensure that the Chinese People remain
repressed, yet they are able to do this under the blanket of
“democracy”.

This week much of the news has been centred around the student
protests that took place in London. Although the violence and | 4
destruction surrounding that protest was completely unjustified it Cleisthenes
remains true that protest is one of the purest signs of democracy: if  Father of Democracy
such a wave of opposition had taken place in China it would

probably have resulted in hundreds of arrests and political imprisonments. However, in
our society we are able to take a stand against the government and voice our opinions
without the fear of retaliation.

That all being true, can we still argue that the UK is a fair and just society for everyone?
The gap between the rich and the poor in rapidly growing, and the various cutbacks and
increases the government have introduced have begun to impact on us all, and none more
so than the middle class who have begun to feel the hits the hardest. Take for example
the ridiculous increase in University Fees: it will not affect the richest because they will
be able to afford it, however neither will it affect the most poverty stricken, because
they will be given Government aid. Instead, it will affect the vast majority of those who
are in the middle - too well off to be given aid, yet not quite rich enough to pay the costs
and not feel their effect.

| do not want to sound wholly critical of the United Kingdom’s democratic system: the
idea that we should elect people to represent us and our interests is right, but sometimes
the reality of who gets elected does not live up to that ideal. It is an idea that echoes
throughout the world; however, few countries have managed to successfully interpret the
ideals of democracy into a working system that allows for the true freedom of the people.
The majority of the time it will simply depend upon who is elected to represent us, and
whether they truly have our best interests at heart or whether they are simply following
their own self interest or party policy.

However, the definition of democracy does mean “from the people”, which | interpret as
thus: if we want change to happen we must make it so. Although putting a cross in a box
to vote for a candidate is a start, we must not let it end there. Democracy is something
that must be actively fought for, and only once everyone is doing so, from the millionaire
MP to the man on the street, then can we start to call our society a true democracy.

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On the subject of water birds, surely the most easily
recognizable and familiar to us all is the Mute Swan,
which is found nearly everywhere from slow flowing
rivers to lakes, gravel pits, large ponds, and even in
built up areas such as London, where they can be
seen on parts of the River Thames.

Partly domesticated, the majestic Mute Swan has a
striking appearance. The adults’ plumage is pure white
and the thickly feathered neck is long and curves in a
graceful “S” shape. It can be distinguished from the truly wild swans by its downward
pointing bill, which is a deep orange colour with a black knob and patch at the base,
which is more prominent on the male (cob) than the female (pen).

| recall from my early school days, just before the start of the 2™ World War (I won’t
mention my age), | would wander up the fields from my native village of Kemerton to
Robins Mill pond, just below Overbury. | was always fascinated watching the huge
water wheel turning under the water pressure which operated the grinding stones
inside the mill. Every year a pair of Mute Swans set up home near to the sluice gate,
which regulated the water level of the pond. Despite its reputation of being docile on
most occasions, come nesting time the Mute Swans become extremely aggressive if
the occasion arises.

By the way, as may be well known, all Mute Swans belong to the “Crown”, which in
my juvenile days | thought meant the landlord of the pub in Kemerton.

Sorry, no dogs allowed except guide
and hearing dogs. Walks are free although any donations help to fund our conservation work
and improvement projects.
