(1) Present:  Tony Lewis, Sarah Lane, Brian Stephens, Ruth Barnett, Doreen Cope, Jo Brown, Wendy Shirra and Jen Creese.

(2) Apologies:  Penny Scotland, Derrick Reese and Gerry Barnett.

(3) Minutes of the last meeting were approved and signed by the Chairman

(4)  Matters arising:

(a)  Disabled Toilet – Hand rail

 Tony reported that Chris Neath will be fixing this during the school holidays.

(b) Floor in  VH

At a meeting with the Headmistress this was discussed and it was agreed that 3 quotes should be obtained and the floor should be repaired, stripped and polished as soon as possible.
(5) Meeting with Headmistress (Bryonny Baynes).
(a) Piano in the Hall.  It was established that this was not now used by the school.  It was agreed to leave in the same position and to attach a notice requesting that it not be moved.  It would also need tuning at some point.

(b) Ovens in kitchen etc.:  Both agreed that these were outdated and needed replacing (see health and safety inspection).  Chairman to cost out prices with Vale Kitchens who do commercial cookers.
(c)  Weather boarding:  Quotes to be obtained for new weather boarding outside Green Room and to consult with School.

(d)  Collapsible bollards:  The School is considering erecting bollards outside main entrance.

The chairman felt the meeting had been satisfactory and hoped that better communication and liaison would continue in the future.
The agreement between the S.C. and the School will need to be changed and up-dated. 

(6) Health and Safety inspection
The Chairman and Secretary had met with the H & S Officer and it was agreed that the floor was in urgent need of attention.  The ovens were also not satisfactory and not suitable for use by children.

The Committee discussed the use of ovens by the P.F.A. regarding after school  cookery lessons and it was agreed to consider putting a notice stating “CHILDREN NOT PERMITTED THE USE OF OVENS”. To consult again with Headmistress.

   (7) Football pitch and grounds.

   David Nicklin (drainage) had met with Tony and Sam regarding water   logging
      to the goal mouth.  He suggested that the ditch to the right needed excavating                                        to enable access to drainage pipes which may be blocked. Sam has already started this urgent work but has not yet given a price.  Tidying up the area near the footpath at side of tennis court and the laying of liner and gravel was also agreed.                                                                                       
(8) Play equipment
      The sub-committee (Penny, Brian and Doreen) have researched various pieces of        climbing frames etc. and Committee agreed for the Company (Wickstead) to quote for 4 items called Sporty Exerscape – approximate cost £9,000 without installation. To also apply for grants.
     (9) Village Fete.

     Plans were coming together for this event to be held September 11th.      Booked so far:
     Parade of Morris dancers – DeNova, contemporize dancing company – Dog agility - display - Falconry – fire engine – police car – tug of war and sports.  Barn dance to be held  the evening in  marquee at 7pm.  Tony has located a large marquee for a cost of only £670 including VAT. The grand parade and fancy dress based on nursery rhymes and fairy tales.

     (10) Any other business
     Pointing of brickwork - Ruth reminded Committee that the quote from Ted Barnett      had not yet been accepted (£85) for some pointing up of brick work outside Green Room.  It was agreed to accept and go ahead with the repair.

     Sign for Village Hall and School – This was hardly visible now due to discoloration of    the lettering.  Suggestion were put forward by Jo that we resituate them on front boarding outside Village Hall.  It was agreed to postpone this until all quotes/grants had been received for other projects discussed.

     Rental of crockery for outside event.  Vernon Powell has enquired to the possibility of   hiring the new plates etc. for an event at Dumbleton.  It was agreed and a charge to be made of £20. Breakages to be paid for.

     Hire of small marquee – Phil Malcolm would like to hire this for an event  at his home.

     Agreed by Committee. 

     Autumn Supper – Doreen suggested we hold another Village Supper later in the year    to raise more funds.  To be discussed at later date.
