Requests for ideas from the Village had not, however proved productive, regarding the spending of monies on the proposed new equipment at the play area.   Decisions had been postponed until our financial position was stronger.  He thanked all the Committee for their work, the Parish Council and the Open Gardens Committee for the ongoing support and donations.

(6) Treasurer`s report (attached):

Treasurer, Brian Stephens reported a healthy balance with the current account standing at £8522.  Brian distributed a detailed summary for Committee and suggested that an increase in the hiring of the hall rates should be considered as the costs of running the Village Hall exceeded the income generated at present.
