Minutes of the Community Centre Committee held on

Thursday, December 3rd 2009 in the Green Room

(2) Minutes of the previous meeting had been distributed and were approved and signed by the Chairman.

(3) Matters arising:

Green room toilets and Playgroup – leaking taps.  It was reported that this had now been fixed and that two new water heaters had been ordered.

The decoration and new flooring has now been completed and new storage shelving units ready to be assembled.

(4) Secretary`s report:

Penny reported that funding was available from Grass Roots for community projects, activities, equipment and training. Applications needed to be in by December and January. No action was taken.

Treasurers report: Brian reported that a donation of £2,000.00 had been received from the Parish Council.  The Chairman to write a letter of thanks to the Secretary.

Total of money in hand - £8,962. (£226 cash and £8736 deposit account).

(5) Barn Dance

Penny reported that the group Dampers Round had now been hired for the barn dance to be held on 30th January - cost being £250.  It was agreed to print 100 tickets – admission to be £5, children £2.  Cheese/ham baps to be provided for sale at extra cost.  Tony to look into possibilities of a licensed bar.

(6)Disabled toilets.

It has been suggested that an extra hand rail, which can be fixed back against the wall, be erected in the disabled toilet.  This was agreed necessary and Tony would research availability and prices.  Also to inform the school of the project.

(7)Playing fields.

A yearly inspection of the playground equipment by Wickstead has been arranged.  The erection of a goal wall (approximate cost £7,500) was discussed.  It was agreed to place a request in the Parish Magazine requesting the advice of someone with play area design knowledge.

As there had been little response from the Village as how to spend the available monies on the play area, it was suggested that other needs such as replacing the old ovens in the kitchen might be considered.

(8)Any other business

Shindig event:  This had been successful with a profit of £106.  Next event, Saturday, 13th February.

Promoting the Community Centre:

Jo suggested that the School be approached as to the SC taking up a space in the Village Hall foyer where village activities and events can be displayed.
